What is Epiphany?

As we enter our liturgical time after Epiphany, the

journey of the wise men often strikes me as analogous to our own
journey of finding the Christ child. We practice forgiveness and gener-
osity. We try to put the needs of others first.

So what is Epiphany teaching us, then? The Feast of the Epiphany
this ancient and important part of our Christmas cycle is revealing
the mystery of the light and of the manifestation embodied in the star
and the magi.

The kids helped hand out chalk so that parishioners might partake in

a tradition of writing the initials of the three wise men over the door-

way. Typically the first mark is the century since Christ's birth, fol-

lowed by the initials of the magi (traditionally named Caspar, Mel-

chior and Balthasar), and finally the year. Crosses alternate between

the numbers and initials. So this year, the marking is:
20+C+M+B+12
